1.  I am a Disciple of Christ... 

I will carry out the Great Commission (Matthew 28:19-20), going and making disciples of all nations.  This 

means being a disciple myself, continuously growing in my faith.  This also means helping other men grow in 

their faith.  I will impact ministries both within and outside of Eagle UMC, helping Eagle UMC to fulfill its 

vision of “growing disciples for Christ.”

In line with Eagle UMC’s Discipleship Points, I believe the following: 

 

Bible (2 Timothy 3:16-17)

of the Holy Spirit in my life. 
 

Trinity (2 Corinthians 13:14) 

I believe the God of the Bible is the only true God — Father, Son, and Holy Spirit — one God in three 

persons. 
 

Stewardship (1 Timothy 6:17-18) 

I believe everything I am and everything I have belongs to God.  I am temporarily entrusted with
