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Dear Friends,

| promised an update on our finances in this newsletter
- here we go!

First of all, let me stress that the Lord has, is axd will
continue to bless this church. We have the resour@s to
continue our ministries and we are continuing to ga in
new members. Financial support from our members
has been extremely strong. We will make it in to the
future.

We planned right from the start to build as large a
building as we could afford. We knew this would ma ke
things extremely tight in 2010. Why 2010? Two rea
sons. First, as our loan converts from a
construction loan to a permanent loan, we
have to begin paying principal as well as
interest. Payments will be a little over
$16,000 a month. (They were $5,000 a
month before we began the project and
they have been $11,000 a month the last
few months) Second, building pledges are
still coming in at about $10,000 a month.
These pledges end in December of 2009.

In addition, we are dealing with several unforeseen is-
sues. There is, of course, the current economic dan-
turn. But in addition, the City of Eagle, which wa s ex-
pected to add thousands of new homes, has not only
stopped growing, but is in a decline. We also experi-
enced some unexpected architectural costs which hawe
left us with less than we had planned or hoped.

A deficit is therefore approaching. We are taking steps
to be proactive and address this now.

Here’s what we are looking at ...
Increase Revenue:

A. Giving - Normally this is where we would begin,
but given the current economic crisis, the fact that
our giving has held steady is a positive. Most
churches are experiencing declines of anywhere
from 20-25%. Will we be able to increase giving in
20107

B. Create New Revenue Streams This must be aggres-
sively pursued. Already we are bringing in money
from the Karate Club and kitchen. Last month these

generated around $1,400 - a figure that should grow.
We are busy developing a facility use policy to

guide us as we go forward. In addition, we continu e
to pursue a cell tower, before and after school pro-
gram, expansion of the preschool, use of our amphi-
theater, etc. We need to seek other revenue stream
from our building - do you have ideas?

Cut Expenses: (A brief look at our finances will show that
there are only a few areas that can be cut)

A. Apportionments (almost $5,000 a month) - These are
the monies we pay to support the ministries of our
denomination and our conference. Reduction of this
amount can be done only in consultation with our
D.S., Conference Treasurer and Bishop.

B. Staff- This accounts for our greatest source of dis-
cretionary spending. Churches typically
spend 40 - 70% of their income on staff. Cur-
rently, we have been spending almost $2,000
a month or a little under 50%. The Staff Par-
ish Relations Committee has been asked to
create a plan showing three levels of possible
reduction in this area. Are there positions

we can leave unfilled? Can we fill gaps with
other staff and volunteers? Will the staff
need to take a pay cut? These are several op
tion we are looking at.

C. Our Loan - Would our loan partners allow us to pay
interest only on our notes for a time?

We will also need to:

Increase Volunteers/Servants - this was already on our
agenda as a spiritual issue, but it has financial implica-
tions as well.

Increase Membership - Long term, the only solution is
to grow our way out of it. That means focusing on
evangelism. The mission of our church is ““to grow dis-
ciples for Jesus ChristWWe cannot lose sight of new and
creative ways to bring people to the gospel and to our
church. During difficult times, there is a tendenc y to
“hunker down” - we have to go forward.

Please pray and think about these issues. Feel fre to
ask any questions and to share any ideas you might
have. We want to keep you informed.

How do the bed nets save lives?

Bed nets work in two ways. They stop mosquitoes
from biting during the night and spreading diseases ,
and the insecticide on the nets kills the mosquitoes
when they land on them, stopping them from flying

to find their next victim. Bed nets can prevent mala ria
transmission by 50 percent.

How many people die of malaria every year?

Malaria is one of the most serious global health is-
sues. Each year malaria infects approximately 500
million people, and more than a million of those di e.
Malaria is particularly devastating in Africa where
the disease is a leading killer of children, accounting
for 20 percent of all childhood deaths.

Why should | donate money for nets and not vaccinations

There are many different ways to prevent malaria.
Bed nets, vaccinations, spraying efforts and water
treatment are important tools. Nets are one of the
most effective ways to prevent malaria and are an
easy way for individuals to make a difference in com-
bating this disease. At this time, no consistently effec-
tive malaria vaccine exists. The parasite Plasmodium,
which carries the disease, changes rapidly and can
become drug resistant.

What other organizations are involved in the campaign?

Association’s NBA Cares and Sports lllustrated.
